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I 
love hearing the sounds of Christmas; 
from children’s laughter to the 
sounds of sleigh bells or the music in 
the department store acknowledging 

the birth of the newborn King – Jesus! 
How can you not but smile. 
 I understand there’s a lot of controversy 
that seems to surround this festive season. 
Those who want nothing to with the pagan 
roots associated with its traditions too 
those who fight to get Christ “back into”
Christmas. There are countless reasons 
on all sides where I could find myself in
agreement to disagree. 
 My purpose is to help us find a point of
worship during this season I chose to call 
Christmas. 
 God is a Holy God. All that is associated 
with Him is to be Holy. Holiness is best 
understood when we define its opposite.
The opposite of holy is common. When 
something is holy, it is held in esteem. It 
is precious. Its preciousness gives us a 
sense of value and awe. When something 
is common it is handled with little or no 
consideration. It is not held in the high 
esteem it deserves. 
 The angels’ joyful announcement was 
worthy of a Heavenly King. But how do we 
celebrate His Majesty? 
 The world’s presentation of Christmas 
shuts Him out. Jesus, our Lord - the 
long-awaited Messiah - simply doesn’t 
fit today’s vision of pluralism. That’s why
signs and symbols of any celebration 
bearing His Name have been censored 
from schools and public places. 
 The King, whose birth we celebrate, 
stood in Jerusalem watching a world too 
blinded by human wants and ambitions to 
see the Savior in their midst. “If you had 
known,” He said with unspeakable sorrow, 
“the things that make for your peace!  
But now they are hidden from your eyes.” 
Luke 19:42 

 Many of us who once had incredible 
worship experiences now find that worship
has become common. Worship is an act 
of intimacy and love. God created us for 
the one divine purpose of being a part of 
a loving family with whom He would have 
an eternal relationship. He is looking for 
people who want intimacy with Him. You 
don’t have to find Him. He’ll find you!
That’s why He came.  
 When Jesus was asked, “What is the 
greatest commandment?” He replied 
without hesitation, “And you must love 
the LORD your God with all your heart, 
all your soul, all your mind, and all your 
strength.’ The second is equally important: 
“Love your neighbor as yourself.” No other 
commandment is greater than these.” 
Mark 12:30,31 NLT. There is nothing 
more important than being in love with 
God and with people. 

 The word for love used in this verse 
comes from the Greek word “agape.” 
Agape is a type of love that is determined 
by the value, the esteem and the 
preciousness that it holds for the object 
being loved. If we interpreted this literally 
in John 3:16 it would say, 

 For God had so much value for the 
world, we were so precious to Him, He 
held us in such esteem that He gave His 
only son… God’s love, value, esteem 
and sense of preciousness for mankind 
prompted Him to take action.

 It is a feeling of value and esteem 
that prompts action. If it doesn’t prompt 
associated actions it is not love. It is just 

a warm emotion. If there is action without 
value and esteem, it is just a kind action. 
But where there is action motivated by value 
and esteem, you have the agape-love of God. 

 This Christmas find your way back to a
place of passionate intimacy with God and 
for people. Don’t allow the customs and 
cares of this world to distract you. Simply 
admitting to ourselves that we have lost 
our passion for God is an incredibly bold 
first step. That one acknowledgement
is key to opening the door to start a 
wonderful journey back to a lifestyle of 
worship... and into the heart of God. 
 This season as the sights and sounds of 
Christmas surround you, enjoy being the 
worshipper you are.
